Collage is a way of creating a piece of art by
using non-traditional means of visual expres-
sion as materials. The usage of “exo-pictorial”
materials that are assembled, as similarly
observed in primitive cultures, creates objects
and images.

At the beginning of the 20th century, West-
ern Art presents revolutionary innovations, no
longer following the traditional evolutionary
model of alternating classical and postclas-
sical practice, nor the linear evolution of a
teleological nature.

Modern Art is freed from the rules and con-
ventions that were defined during the Re-
naissance, and seeks a new morphological
language, free from elitism. In the case of
Cubism, the painting is created freed from the
narrow limits of faithful reproduction, recom-
posing its content with free expression.

The cubist paintings of two protagonists of this
movement (Braque and Picasso) introduce
collage as a technique in the History of Arf.
The inventiveness of G. Braque and P. Picas-
so makes the collage technique dominant,
and these approaches, with some variations,
prevail during Modernism and are prominent
to this day.

The artist Pelagia Androulaki, with a skillful
“rebellion” against the use of brush and paint,
explores and invents new ways of creating
artwork using paper scraps from used maga-
zines. Having recently presented her first solo
exhibition, as well as participating in numer-

ous other group exhibitions, she now presents
us with “Entirely Made of Paper - Crete”, which
selectively includes works which are related to
the island of Crete. The artist, in her own unique
way, experiments and creates using the Mino-
an Civilisation (cradle of European Civilisation)
as her starting point.

In her childhood, Pelagia discovered collage
making and its liberating power, initially as a
form for depicting everyday life. Then, having
developed her gift of expression by understat-
ing the rules of composition, color combination
and textures, she manages to create images,
express emotions, send messages and seek a
personal artistic approach.

She exploits the possibilities that her experi-
mentation brings, composes paintings based
on personal themes, as well as reproduces and
presents themes and personalities from the
world of sociopolitical reality and the arts of
Crete.

At all levels, the compositions, the color com-
binations, and the magic of an enthusiastic
childhood, lead to an accessible art form and
the creation of a dynamic and meaningful im-
age, which highlights the sensitivity, experience
and artistic maturity of the always creative P.
Androulaki.
